Bonaire Packing List

· Scuba Gear (mask, fin, snorkel, booties, NO GLOVES, bcd, nitrox compatible computer <and extra batteries>, regulator, and alternate air source)

· Wetsuits (either 3/2 full or shorty) or rash guard.  <if you are planning to do multiple dives a day, you should bring a wetsuit>

· Dive lights (primary, backup, tank) <pack heavy batteries in carry-on>

· Camera, housing, lenses, strobes, memory, batteries <you can rent cameras at Buddy Dive>

· Rechargable batteries (for lights and camera) and charger

· Laptop to download pictures and charger.  Internet is available for an additional fee at the resort.  <The safes in the room are very small so don’t bring too many large valuables>

· Cell phones (make sure you have an international plan that works in Bonaire if you are planning to make calls).  Otherewise make sure you turn off your phone or you will be roaming which may get expensive.

· Power strip/surge protector  <make sure all your electrical equipment operates at 50-60 Hz and 110-220 volts, you can see this info on the charger label> <Their room voltage is 127 volts, 50 Hz><They have power spikes issues>

· 3 prong to 2 prong outlet adapter <they don’t have a lot of grounded plugs there>

· Travel bag for gear (check size and weight limits in  my pervious e-mails)

· Save a dive kit (o-rings, mask straps, fin straps, fin buckles, etc)

· Insect/Mosquito repellent

· First aid kit

· Flip flops

· Hat

· Sun glasses

· Swim wear

· Lots of sun tan lotion

· Lip balm

· Sun burn medication

· Motion sickness medication

· Pain reliever / aspirin

· Cold medications

· Anti-diarrhea meds

· Personal prescriptions

· Travel pillow

· Eye shade

· Ear plugs

· Personal Hygiene items

· Toothbrush/paste/floss

· Class homework/materials (book/dvd) and knowledge reviews for dive courses that we have not reviewed together prior to the trip.
